Single portal makes it easy to register and locate Earth Day events throughout Georgia

ATLANTA (March 16, 2010) – The 40th anniversary of Earth Day is Thursday, April 22, and countless events are being planned throughout the state by nonprofit organizations as well as state and local governments. To help Georgians quickly and easily find the events that are closest and of greatest interest to them, a new resource was created on www.ConserveGeorgia.org to connect visitors with Earth Day events.
Event organizers can now register events that are open to the public on ConserveGeorgia.org free of charge. A 50-word description of the event, where and when the event will take place, and how visitors can register and participate will be posted, along with a link to the host organization’s website. All submissions can be done online via www.ConserveGeorgia.org. Visitors will then be able to go to one site to learn about all of the registered Earth Day activities in their region.
“There are a tremendous number of events being organized to celebrate Earth Day, and we expect interest in these events will be at an all-time high because of the 40th anniversary,” said Chris Clark, Chair of the Conserve Georgia Council and Commissioner of Natural Resources. “By providing a single portal for these events, Conserve Georgia helps create a culture of conservation by making it easy for users to find and participate in activities that matter most to them.”
ConserveGeorgia.org is a user-driven Web site that allows visitors to select the kind of content they want to see based on their interest as an individual, business, educator, agribusiness or local government entity and features 3-D scenes of Georgia’s varied natural environment: urban life, rural Georgia, the north Georgia mountains and coastal Georgia.

Conserve Georgia partner agencies include the Department of Natural Resources (DNR), the Georgia Environmental Facilities Authority (GEFA), the Department of Community Affairs (DCA), the University System of Georgia (USG), the Georgia Forestry Commission (GFC), the Georgia Soil and Water Conservation Commission (GSWCC), the Department of Education (DOE), the Department of Transportation (DOT) and the Department of Agriculture (DOA).

The Conserve Georgia program was developed to foster a culture of conservation throughout the state of Georgia. Nearly a dozen state agencies and authorities are working together with businesses, civic leaders, educational institutions, non-profit organizations and residents to make Georgia’s air, land, water, energy and wildlife resources more sustainable now and for generations to come.
